Working on a small prepared gourd we 
will cover it with a knotless netting stitch 
done with 4-ply Irish waxed linen The 
rim of the gourd is finished with a row of 
coiling, choice of several materials 
(pine needles, leather, braided 
seagrass, etc.). Beads are added under 
the row of coiling & to the “front” of the 
gourd. All materials & pattern will be 
provided with class.  
 

Saturday, April 10th 
Rush Seating Workshop 

Cost = $20 plus materials 
Time = 9 AM - 1 PM 
Purchase a #301 footstool  
($18) or #306 Saddle stool  
($29) frame (must be put together, 
stained or painted & allowed to dry prior 
to class), a ready-to-weave saddle stool 
frame ($35) or bring your own chair or 
stool. The size and color of fiber rush 
will be decided & purchased at the start 
of class. Angie will get you started and 
will demo the ending process.  
Class will last for 4 hours. Students 
working on chairs and some stools will 
not finish in class. 
Chairs must be ready to weave, any 
refinishing must be done prior to class. 
Windsor chairs or chairs with side 
wood slats, etc. MUST be taken apart 
prior to class. If you do not know how 

to take your chair apart, please bring it 
to us for discussion prior to April 10th. 
Feel free to bring your chair or stool 
back on May 28th, between 11-3, for 
Open Weave if you have questions 
about finishing the seat.

FAQ 
Q: A pattern I want to try calls for 

chicken track around a base where filler 
reed was placed, what is this? 
A: "Chicken Track" is one of several 

terms for the design that is created 
when filler spokes are split down the 
middle & tucked under a stake to each 
side rather than being turned back 
upon themselves (this forms a "V" 
shape). The term was most likely first 
applied by someone who knows the 
design chickens make in the mud. It is 
also referred to as: chicken feet, crow's 
feet & henscratch.
